General Grant Information

Who may apply: 

• teachers/groups of teachers (including Special Education) 

• administrators/specialists 

• classified personnel 

• students/parents with teacher sponsorship 

When to Apply: 

• no later than the first Monday, one week following Spring Break, by 4:00 p.m. at the District Office 

Grant projects should include as many of the goals listed below as possible: 

• promote academic excellence and innovation 

• encourage active learning opportunities for students and teachers 

• demonstrate the ability to be shared with others in the educational community 

• foster open communication among educators, parents and the community 

• develop volunteer potential as well as participation by other school personnel 

• involve students in the writing process when appropriate 

• serve as many students as possible 

• have long term and reverberating effects 

General areas that the Grant Program does not fund: 

• salaries 

• teacher release time 

• extracurricular time spent developing the program 

• consumables / one time use items (i.e., food, paper, paint, etc.) 

• programs funded by the District, the State or the Federal Government 

The site principal or superintendent must sign all grant applications. 

All grant recipients are required to submit a final evaluation, which should include the following, by March 1, of the following year: 

• a written evaluation 

• a sample of printed or other materials resulting from the project 

• a final budget including receipts or itemized bills 

Only the project name should appear on our grant request. Please prepare an original with the cover sheet completed and twenty (20) copies without a cover sheet. 
Your name and the school name should only appear on the attached cover sheet, not anywhere in the body of the grant request itself. This is important! Failure to do so will result in Disqualification!

B. Introduction
Statement of purpose/goals. · Proposal abstract (briefly describe proposed program). 
C. Statement of Need
Problem assessment. · How will the students benefit? 
D. Participants
Number of students, teachers, administrators and / or others that will participate in or benefit from this grant. 
E. Objectives/Outcomes
Methods of achievement (activities). · Time frame for implementation. 
F. Evaluation
How will you know if your objectives have been met? · What standards of measurement will you use? 
G. Budget
Provide a breakdown of project expenses in categories such as equipment, materials, supplies, etc. · Please indicate if partial funding is a possibility and give appropriate breakdowns. 

Note: Please restrict your proposal to no more than two (2) pages.
